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When given orally, absorption rate of the active substance through the biological membranes is controlled by the slowest absorption stage, a process which is often the dissolving stage. It was estimated influence of test conditions, excipients in pharmaceutical formulations and particle size of active substance on dissolution rate. It was studied by the Reversed-Phase High-Performance Liquid Chromatography (RP-HPLC).
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
