I am submitting a manuscript entitled Chemistry of metal-organic frameworks monitored by advanced X-ray diffraction and scattering techniques for a publication as a review paper in Acta Chimica Slovenica journal special issue dedicated to prof. Janko Jamnik. The submission was agreed with the guest editors Dr. Robert Dominko and Dr. Boštjan Genorio.

The manuscript reviews most relevant recent advanced structural studies of metal-organic frameworks (MOFs) that were based on powder X-ray and neutron diffraction and scattering techniques.

We believe that the topic of the manuscript is of high interest for the readers of the journal, since MOFs are one of the most rapidly growing classes of materials. Furthermore, the state-of-the-art characterisation techniques that are mentioned in the manuscript importantly contributed to the optimised performance of MOFs in adsorption, separation and catalysis, as well as provided additional functionalities of MOFs and thus widened their application opportunities. The studies that are reviewed in the manuscript, for example, deal with topological disorder and structure defects, which directly determines the functionalities, structural dynamics induced by different external physical or chemical stimuli, as well as with the nucleation kinetics and crystal growth mechanisms of MOFs.
