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Phosphate rock is identified as one of the most irreplaceable raw material, whereas the excessive use of high soluble phosphate fertilisers provokes the alterations in ecological equilibrium of phosphorous. Animal Bone Char (ABC) is high calcium phosphate apatite mineral and may constitute an effective substitute for mined phosphate. Submitted short communication presents the first results of extensive study of potential use of ABC as potential remediation solution as fertiliser and metal immobilization agents for degraded metal contaminated area, where plant growth is seriously inhibited due to the high concentrations of potentially toxic elements and low concentrations of nutrients.
