The manuscript is written in style accessible to the wide population of scientists that are non expert in the field. The intension was to offer widespread information about different methods for detection and investigation of DNA-drug interactions. 

Types of DNA-drug interactions (covalent and non-covalent) are disscused.

The application of UV-VIS, fluorescence, infrared, NMR, circular/linear dichroism spectroscopies, and electrochemical biosensors for DNA-drug interactions is presented. For each method the detection principle is briefly presented, and the overview of the published papers that covers representative examples of most informative, most important and up to date results are cited.
