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While the chicken (Gallus Gallus domesticus) eggshell household waste as biosorbent has been examined in previous research with respect to different synthetic dyes, this study analyses biosorption properties for removing anionic and cationic dyes from aqueous solutions. As an element of methodological novelty, the current study focuses more specifically on the elemental analysis of the biosorbent material before and after adsorption, compares the biosorbents' bioconcentration factors for the four dyes, studies the morphological changes of the adsorbent
