Statement of novelty

[bookmark: _GoBack]Increased expression and/or activity of carboxypeptidase cathepsin X are associated with several pathological states like cancer, neurodegenerative disorders and inflammatory diseases. Impure native or recombinant cathepsin X and non-specific substrates, used in previous studies to test the impact of endogenous inhibitors on cathepsin X carboxypeptidase activity, gave contradictory results. Using pure recombinant cathepsin X and cathepsin X specific substrate we showed that none of the tested endogenous inhibitors from cystatin and thyropin families inhibited cathepsin X in vitro.
