Statement of Novelty
[bookmark: _GoBack]The research work presented in this manuscript includes the incorporation of a 1,4-benzodioxane skeleton along with sulfamoyl group and results have demonstrated significant findings. These new molecules having N-ethyl/benzyl substituent have displayed noteworthy consequences. Against lipoxygenase it was found that the free non N-substituted molecules have shown excellent inhibition; whereas AchE & BchE were inhibited more or less by substituted molecules in a better way. These in vitro enzyme inhibitions were strongly agreed by molecular docking interaction analysis. The N-ethyl substituted sulfonamides were set up as good antibacterial & antifungal candidates and have exhibited excellent tolerance level in hemolytic assay.
