Statement of novelty
[bookmark: _GoBack]The bark of genus Salix is traditionally used as herbal remedy but there is a general lack of information regarding chemical characterization and biological activities of leaves for many Salix species, including Salix caprea. Molecular docking studies are another topic that has not been fully explored of willow extracts. We would like to point out that our research was conducted on little investigated bark and leaves of Salix caprea indigenous to the Balkan Peninsula and provides analysis of their chemical composition and antioxidant activity, as well as a molecular docking approach to potential COX-1 and COX-2 inhibitors present in extracts.
