I wish to submit a research article for publication in Acta Chimica Slovenica, titled “Feedback regulation of cathepsin C by the propeptide dipeptides of granzymes A and B.” The paper was coauthored by Janja Božič 
Granzymes A and B are activated by proteolytic removal of their N-terminal dipeptides by cathepsin C (dipeptidyl-peptidase I). However, the possible physiological role of the cleaved Glu-Lys and Gly-Glu dipeptides has remained elusive. In this study, we show that adding either of the two dipeptides to NK-92 cells results in enhanced cytotoxicity toward target K562 cells and the increased death of K562 cells. We believe that our study makes a significant contribution to the literature because our results show that these dipeptides play a role in a feedback loop controlling the transferase and proteolytic activities of cathepsin C in various biological processes.
Further, we believe that this paper will be of interest to the readership of your journal because our results shed light on how cathepsin C activity is regulated in biological processes and increase our knowledge of the role of dipeptides in the cytotoxicity mechanisms of NK cells. The study is a part of our work on cathepsins.
