Novelty of our study is the first estimation of reference intervals for thyroid-stimulating hormone and thyroid hormones in Slovenian population, which included a large number of 1722 healthy individuals without proven thyroid disease. That is not always the case in other studies, which did not include such high number of individuals and did not exclude thyroid disease. In all our included individuals a complete routine thyroid examination was performed. We also did not include individuals with other serious diseases or medications. With that approach, narrower reference interval than those proposed by manufacturer were established, which has important clinical consequences.
