Synthesis and evaluation on anticonvulsant and antidepressant activities of naphthoquinone derivatives containing pyrazole and pyrimidine fragments
Here we report the synthesis of novel heterocyclic compounds ‒ aminopyrazole- and aminopyrimidine derivatives of 2,3-dichloro-1,4-naphthoquinone followed by their full characterization with the use of FT-IR, ESI-MS, 1H‐NMR and elementary analysis. These compounds were found to demonstrate combined action on central nervous system (CNS) possessing simultaneously significant anticonvulsant and antidepressant activities. Bearing in mind a very limited amount of investigation aimed at obtaining of naphthoquinone derivatives with effect on CNS, the paper should be of interest to broad readership including those interested in organic, bioorganic and medicinal chemistry.
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
