STATEMENT OF NOVELTY

[bookmark: _GoBack]This paper is a continuation of our research on ternary complexes of metal ions (VIV,V, NiII and GaIII) with 5-methyl-4-(2-thiazolylazo)resorcinol (MTAR) and cationic ion-association reagents. Here we describe the complexes between CoII and MTAR formed in a water-chloroform extraction system in the presence or absence of benzalkonium chloride (BZC). BZC is a mixture of alkyldimethylbenzylammonium chlorides widely used in pharmaceuticals, cosmetics and cleaning products. To the best of our knowledge BZC has not been used as an ion-association reagent for anionic chelate complexes. There are no reports as well on the liquid-liquid extraction of Co-MTAR species.
