[bookmark: _GoBack]Herbal medicines have been used by patients concomitantly receiving conventional drugs with little or no scientific information about the overall efficiency of the conventional drug. The study therefore validates the antidiabetic efficacy of Enantia chlorantha stem bark and the possible therapeutic implications of the concurrent administration of lisinopril and E. chlorantha in type 2 diabetic rats. Co-administration of E. chlorantha and lisinopril reduced serum glucose levels and restored altered serum lipid profile. E. chlorantha stembark in this study displayed antidiabetic potentials.  Combine administration of the plant with lisinopril conferred no significant therapeutic advantage.
