Statement of novelty
Brain oxidative stress is the main cause of neurodegenerative diseases, which are among the most severe health problems and causes of death worldwide. There are still no efficient neuroprotective therapies for these disorders, but the usage of bioactive agents from food and natural products is very common in therapeutic purposes. For the first time there are examined the effects of medicinal plants extracts from corn silk, parsley leaf, and bearberry leaf on antioxidant capacity of mice brain. The results promote the usage of investigated plants and their secondary metabolites in prevention of oxidative stress provoked damages of the brain tissue.
