

[bookmark: _GoBack]The 2,3-dihydroquinazolin-4(1H)-one (DHQ) is a distinguished scaffold in drug design.  In the present study twelve novel 2-(substituted)-3-(5-phenyl-1-3,4-thiadiazol-2-yl)-2,3-dihydroquinazolin-4(1H)-one derivatives were synthesized by one-pot three-component condensation reactions. Antibacterial and antifungal activity of the title compounds are evaluated against four bacterial strains and two strains of fungi. The potential Alpha-amylase and Alpha-glucosidase inhibitory activity of compounds 4(a-l) were investigated in silico using molecular docking simulation method.
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
