STATEMENT OF NOVELTY
Herein, we reported the isolation and characterization of two new bisabolone hydroperoxides and a known compound from the methanol extract of Pallenis hierochuntica. 
In vitro biological investigations of the extract, fractions, and isolated compounds against known pathogenic parasites (L. donovani, P. falciparum, T. brucei) and microbes revealed their potential as antimalarial, antileishmanial, and antitrypanosomal leads. A fraction was potent against T. brucei trypomastigotes with an IC50 value of 4.13 µg/mL. It’s interesting to know that this is the first report of the antimalarial potentials of this plant and the first report of the two new bisabolone hydroperoxides
